Amikor egyedil maradt, minden
vagyonat a szegényekre hagyta és a betegek gondozasara szentelte magat. Segitsiink mi is a raszorulokon. A templom
bejaratanal 1€vo asztalkan kiilon boriték talalhato, kérjiik, vegyenek fel boritékot és abban hozzak vissza adomanyukat.

Jovo csiitortokon, november 23-an az amerikai nép Halaadas Napot tart. E napon minden Istenben hivé, felekezeti
hovatartozas nélkil, koszonetet mond és halat ad a josagos és irgalmas Istennek mindazon aldasért, amellyel életiinket
elhalmozta. Kllonoskeéppen kdszonjik meg az egészséget és az anyagi joletet. Szentmise délelétt 10 drakor lesz.

Ma, templomunk védéje, Arpadhazi Szent Erzsébet iinnepét liljilk. Szent Erzsébet mindnyajunk szamara ragyogo
példa lehet, mint aki vilagi személyként élte Istennek tetszo €letét, szerette férjét, nevelte gyermekeit, és kozosséget
vallalt a szenvedékkel. A meghurcoltatast is alazattal és Istenbe vetett bizalommal vallalta. Férje haldla utan a neki jaro
hozomanybol korhazat épitetett, és élete hatralévo részét, a betegeket gondozva, ott téltotte. 1231-ben hunyt el, és mar
négy év mulva, 1235. majus 26-an, IX. Gergely papa Erzsébetet a szentek soraba emelte. Edesapja, II. Andras kiraly
még megélhette, hogy idegenbe szakadt lanyat a szentek kozott tisztelik. Szent Erzsébet asszony — konyorogj érettiink!

Keét kis_ministransunk, Trey és Cameron, akik a multvasarnap templomunkban els6aldozok voltak, kdszonetet
mondanak mindazoknak, akik barmivel is szeppé és emlékezetessé tették szamukra e napot. Imadkozzunk egymasért.
